Plant Population:  220 000 – 280 000 hand harvesting; 280 000 – 320 000 mechanical 
harvesting.
Fertilization: N: 100 – 120kg N/ha; 	P: 35 – 65kg P/ha; K: 50 – 95 kg K/ha
Irrigation:  Emergence – Flowering: 25-35 mm water every 10 days.; 
Flowering – Picking stage: 25-35 mm water every 7-10 days.
